| would wish to advise you that the Provincial Honours Guidance for 2025, which includes the Application Form, is now
available on the Provincial Secretariat Website. | should be most grateful if you would now inform the Companions of
your Chapter accordingly.

The most important aspect is the return date for submissions — 11 November 2024. The completed Form must go to
your Royal Arch Area Officer who will be pleased to receive it.

The qualifying periods are clearly set out on the Application Form but for avoidance of doubt, | will restate them here;
o First Appointment: Six years must have elapsed by the date of the Annual Investiture Meeting since the
Companion was Installed as First Principal.
e Promotion: Seven years must have elapsed since the Companion received his First Appointment / last
Promotion.

If you are unsure as to the Companions in your Chapter who are qualified to make an application, this information can
be obtained from your Assistant to the Provincial Grand Principals, if it is not available from the Chapter summonses or
records.

It is hoped that you will encourage and assist those Companions who decide to submit an application with both the
information required on the Form, and its submission.

Finally, you will note the Form should also be signed by yourself. This is not to approve the application but simply to
confirm that you are aware of it and can confirm the contents are broadly correct.
