A numbered seat card will be handed
to you; you will then be directed to your reserved seat.

A Brother to be appointed to Acting Rank will be handed his Collar Jewel by the
Registration Steward. This Jewel should be worn at all times during your year of Office.
Your Collar [and Jewel] should be carried, not worn.

You will be required to ascend the side steps to the stage to receive your honour.
